Administrative history:

British Columbia Fruitlands

In circa 1903, Canada Real Properties, owned by English solicitor Cecil Ward, purchased real estate
near Jamieson Creek and began irrigating the land for farming. By 1905, the irrigation project was
finished and the property was being marketed as land for fruit production referred to as the “Fruit
Lands.” On June 8, 1909, British Columbia Fruitlands Company incorporated in England with the
Right Honourable Eatl of Erroll as chairman, following which the company obtained an extra-
provincial licence to operate in British Columbia. The company purchased the property and
irrigation system owned by Canada Real Properties as well as other property which forms the areas
currently known as Westsyde, Brocklehurst and North Kamloops. The system was split into four
blocks: A, B, C and D, which consisted of an area surrounding Jamieson Creek, Westsyde, North
Kamloops and Brocklehurst, respectively. The total acres purchased by the British Columbia
Fruitlands Company were approximately 6700. The British Columbia Fruitlands Company
continued sell the property for farming and referred to it as the Fruitlands.

In 1910, utilities and water rights were transferred for real estate to the British Columbia Fruitlands
Irrigation & Power Company, which operated similar to a subsidiary of British Columbia Fruitlands.
In the same year, the construction of the Westsyde irrigation flume was completed, followed by
extensions to North Kamloops and Brocklehurst, the main extensions of which were completed by
1912. In 1910, British Columbia Fruitlands also created and began operating a farm, referred to as
the “Home Farm.” The purpose of the farm was to demonstrate the potential of the irrigated land
for producing fruit, vegetables, other crops and, later, cattle. The Home Farm expanded in 1920 and
again in 1922. It included an experimental farm and eventually became one of the core sources of
revenue for the company.

During the 1910s, 1920s and 1930s, the British Columbia Fruitlands Company incurred multiple
operating losses. The annual financial reports name a receiver beginning in 1931, suggesting British
Columbia Fruitlands may have gone into receivership. The company continued to operate until
experiencing insurmountable financial difficulties in 1947 after the B.C. Fruitlands Irrigation and
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Power Company was taken over the British Columbia Water Rights branch in 1946. The company
began to wind up its operations shortly afterwards, which were ceased by the end of 1957.

British Columbia Fruitlands Irrigation & Power Company

The British Columbia Fruitlands Irrigation & Power Company was incorporated in 1909. The
company was a joint stock company and separate from the British Columbia Fruitlands, but their
accounts and finances were incorporated into the British Columbia Fruitlands Company finances.
They acquired the water rights of the British Columbia Fruitlands Company and the irrigation
system owned by the British Columbia Fruitlands Company. The acquisition allowed them to
maintain and expand the irrigation and to charge owners of property purchased by the British
Columbia Fruitlands Company for water and electricity use.

The British Columbia Fruitlands Irrigation & Power Company continued and improved the
irrigation system of Canada Real Properties and were responsible for irrigating blocks B, C and D of
the British Columbia Fruitlands Company property as well as making numerous alterations to the
irrigation system installed by Canada Real Properties. The main irrigation system and upgrades were
installed between 1910 and 1912. The operations of British Columbia Fruitlands Irrigation & Power
Company later expanded to include the operations of multiple utilities, including street lighting,
sewage, garbage collection, parks management as well as other utilities and services.

The British Columbia Fruitlands Irrigation and Power Company was not profitable during the
1920s, 1930s and 1940s. The losses of the company were absorbed by the British Columbia
Fruitlands Company. In 1946, the Water Rights Branch took over the operations of the British
Columbia Fruitlands Irrigation & Power Company created the British Columbia Fruitlands Irrigation
District to manage the operations. The Water Rights Branch leased the irrigation system until an
agreement for a purchase price for the irrigation system could be reached. Negotiations broke down
after a few years, which resulted in a legal dispute between the company and the Water Rights
Branch. A purchase price was established by a court decision on the dispute in 1953. Between 1955
and 1956, the British Columbia Fruitlands Irrigation and Power Company was involuntary liquidated
and ceased operations.

North Kamloops Syndicate

The North Kamloops Syndicate was formed in 1913 to purchase, subdivide and sell property in the
purchased from the British Columbia Fruitlands Company in Block C, now North Kamloops, of the
company’s property. The syndicate was run by a board of directors that were elected on an annual
basis and was incorporated as a joint stock company in 1914. 10 acres of the property were
purchased in the proposed townsite of the British Columba Fruitlands. Another 80 acres were
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purchased near the Canada North Railway Line, which was not fully operational at the time of
purchase. A total of 93.10 acres was purchased by the syndicate.

By 1918, the North Kamloops Syndicate had not sold any property. Through the 1920s and the
1930s, the North Kamloops Syndicate continued to operate, but was not able to sell its property.
Most of the revenue generated during that period came from renting property to the British
Columbia Fruitlands Company and other tenants. By 1941, the North Kamloops Syndicate had sold
10.72 acres of property. Between 1947 and 1948, the company began to wind up its operations and,
in the 1952, the process of involuntary liquidation started. By 1956, the company had ceased
operations.

Scope and content:

Collection documents, predominately, the financial operations and winding up of the British
Columbia Fruitlands Company, the British Columbia Fruitlands Irrigation & Power Company, and
the North Kamloops Syndicate. The collection also documents some of the activities of the
accounting firm Godby & Claxton. Financial and administrative records include: annual financial
reports, correspondence, reports, technical drawings, meeting minutes, deeds, maps, mortgage
records and tax recotds.

Custodial history:

Some of the material in 1976.053 was in possession of the accountant A.C. Claxton, chartered
account, and partner in Godby & Claxton, an accounting firm contracted by British Columbia
Fruitlands Company, the British Columbia Fruitlands Irrigation & Power Company and the North
Kamloops Syndicate after being acquired from the defunct companies. It was later acquired and
more material was added by Morgan French, a retired accountant, and former partner in French &
Borrow, an accounting firm that was contracted after Godby & Claxton by the British Columbia
Fruitlands Company, the British Columbia Fruitlands Irrigation & Power Company and the North
Kamloops Syndicate. French donated the material to the Kamloops Museum & Archives in 1976.
Maps which were originally donated with accession 1976.053 were removed by former archivists and
placed with the Map Collection. All following material was accrued to the collection during
reprocessing in 2018.

Accession 1973.040 was donated to the Kamloops Museum and Archives in 1973 by the B.C.
Fruitlands Irrigation District. Materials were initially placed in the Map Collection, Photograph
Collection, and Artifacts Collection. Materials from the Map Collection were replaced in this
collection during reprocessing in 2018, and are cross-referenced in the Map Collection finding aid.
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There is no donor information available for accession 0.3471. It was accessioned into the collection
of the KMA circa 1980s.

Accession 1967.166.001 and 002 were donated to the Kamloops Museum and Archives on
November 20, 1967 by the City of Kamloops, per Bill Nelson.

Accession 1976.042.001 was donated to the Kamloops Museum and Archives on September 14,
1976 by Bob Egby.

Accession 2019.046.001 was donated to the Kamloops Museum and Archives on September 17,
2019 by Ken Ellison per the Greater Vernon Museum and Archives, and was accrued to this
collection in 2020.

Notes:

Variations in title: The part of the collection relating to the British Columbia Fruitlands
Company, Godby & Claxton, and the British Columbia Fruitlands Irrigation & Power Company was
previously known as the British Columbia Fruitlands Ltd. fonds. The part of the collection relating

to the North Kamloops Syndicate fonds was previously known as the North Kamloops Syndicate
fonds.

Source of supplied title: Title based on contents.

Arrangement: Shortly after the acquisition of 1976.053, the material was arranged into four groups
based on the organization to which the material appeared to relate. These groups are the British
Columbia Fruitlands Company, British Columbia Fruitlands Irrigation & Power Company, North
Kamloops Syndicate, and the Red Cross. There is no documentation of a pre-existing order. As a
result, the order previously established has been retained, including when material from different
organizations remains intermixed. The Red Cross material had also previously been separated from
the rest of the material and given a different accession number. This separation has been retained.
The acquisitions 1973.040 and 1976.053 were previously arranged together. 1973.040 is arranged as
part of 1976.053 because only a portion of the material from 1973.040 appears to have been
included in the collection. Kamloops Museum & Archives correspondence, some of which relates to
other accessions relating to British Columbia Fruitlands Company, has been removed and placed in
the accessions file. The collection is arranged into 5 series corresponding to the British Columbia
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Fruitlands Company, Godby & Claxton, the British Columbia Fruitlands Irrigation & Power
Company, the North Kamloops Syndicate, and Maps.

Irrigation District. Series consists predominately of financial, real estate, and legal records created
between 1923 and 1957, many of which were authored by Godby & Claxton and Fulton, Morely,
Verchere & Roger, Barristers, Solicitors, etc. the accounting and legal firms contracted by the

company. It includes annual financial statements for most years between 1923 and 1945; income tax

filings; land deeds; mortgage accounts; minutes; correspondence; promotional material; and other

material.

Scope and Content: Series consists of financial reports for organizations in the Kamloops area
prepared by the accountancy firm Godby & Claxton as well as correspondence relating to the
financial reports. It includes financial reports for the Arrow Lakes Lumber Company, the Kamloops
Club, the corporation of the City of Kamloops and other organizations.
